Details of our 5 Events:

Dining with Fireflies - June 7. This is our 5th annual Farm-to-table experience fundraiser for FHP at the park. The event
includes a 4-course dinner, auction, and raffle. It is our main fundraising event of the year and one of the most popular.
It is attended by many community leaders and business owners as well a variety of other FHP supporters and
volunteers. This is a ticket only event. Only 120 tickets will be available and net proceeds will go to the FHP park
development fund.

5K/Fun Run — April 19. Volunteers from FHP will host locals and visitors at Harrison Park for a 5K run starting and
ending in the park. Participants will pay a $35 fee to participate. This is our 4" year to sponsor this event, called the
Sasquatch Strut. Approximately 200 participants are expected.

Chili Challenge— November 15. Back by popular demand, FHP will hold our 3rd Chili Challenge this fall. This popular
event is a competition among community restaurants, businesses, organizations and small groups to win prizes for the
best chili in Gilmer County. The event will be open to the public to attend and purchase tickets for the opportunity to
taste all the chilis, vote for the winners while enjoying local beer and live entertainment.

Movies in the Park — May 9 and October 17. Two recent runs or movie classics will be shown at sunset following music
or other entertainment. There is no charge to attend the event. Free Popcorn and snacks will be available along with a
food truck where food can be purchased. Each movie night is expected to draw 100 - 150 people to the park.

Annual Scarecrow Invasion - October 1 — October 31. This fun display of scarecrows created by local businesses,
organizations and individuals drew several hundred visitors to the park last year to view the scarecrows and vote for
their favorites. A FHP hosted Moonlight Walk brings families out on a special night to see the display in the dark and
enjoy hot chocolate. There is no charge to view the display, vote for favorites or attend the Moonlight Walk. Scarecrow
participants pay an entry fee to erect their scarecrow.
